










STOW CRASH REPORT #20-04559 
 

UNIT 1 WAS TRAVELING S/B ON SR-8 IN THE RIGHT LANE BETWEEN STEELS CORNERS 
ROAD AND GRAHAM ROAD NEAR THE 8.4 MP. THE WITNESS WAS DIRECTLY IN FRONT OF 

UNIT 1. UNIT 2 WAS IN THE LEFT LANE AND ACCORDING TO UNIT 1 AND THE WITNESS, 

UNIT 2 STRUCK THE D/S REAR WHEEL OF UNIT 1. UNIT 1 STRUGGLED TO REGAIN CONTROL 
OF HIS TRUCK AND STATED HE LOOKED OVER AND COULD ONLY SEE THE UNDERCARRIAGE 

OF UNIT 2. THE WITNESS CONFIRMED THAT HE OBSERVED UNIT 1 DRIVING ON JUST THE 
TWO D/S WHEELS AFTER STRIKING UNIT 1. AFTER UNIT 2 REGAINED CONTROL HE SPED BY 

THE WITNESS, EXITED THE OFF RAMP AT GRAHAM ROAD AND TURNED RIGHT. THE 
WITNESS SAW THAT THE DRIVER WAS A MALE, POSSIBLY WITH BUSHY HAIR.  HE 

DESCRIBED THE CAR AS DARK COLORED, 4 DOOR CAR; POSSIBLY A KIA OR OTHER 

FOREIGN CAR. HE PROVIDED AN OHIO LICENSE PLATE NUMBER OR ZWG6600 OR GWZ6600. 
GWZ6600 WAS CONFIRMED TO BE AN ENTERPRISE RENTAL CAR THAT WAS A DARK GRAY 

(NIGHT SHADE) 2020 TOYOTA CAMRY RETURNED WITH DAMAGE MATCHING WHAT WOULD 
HAVE BEEN CAUSED IN THIS ACCIDENT. JACOB DEBEVEC WAS CONTACTED VIA A PHONE 

CALL AND HE CONFIRMED HE WAS THE DRIVER. ENTERPRISE CONFIRMED FRONT END 

DAMAGE TO THE CAMRY AND UNDERCARRIAGE DAMAGE APPARENTLY FROM THE IMPACT 
OF THE VEHICLE SLAMMING BACK DOWN ONTO THE PASSENGER-SIDE TIRES.
